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President’s Report 2016
2016 was a very busy and exciting year.   The Boxing SA Committees focus for 2016 was to continue with lifting the profile of the sport of amateur boxing in SA and to become a more competitive State at the highest level.   We have seen a successful year for boxing, focusing on increase participation, the introduction of new clubs, increasing the Boxing SA membership base and more boxing tournaments throughout the year.    Boxing SA was also successful in obtaining additional funding for new programs.
 Boxing SA sanctioned 10 tournaments in 2016 and a highlight was hosting the Caitlin Parker and Kaye Scott selection bout in February.  Throughout the year, Boxing SA has contributed funds for boxers, coaches, and officials to attend competition and programs plus interstate competition and officials to come to SA to participate within Boxing SA competition. The aim of this was to help raise the standard of competition with-in our State and to provide competition especially for our experienced athletes that struggle to get matches locally.
May was a very busy month for Boxing SA we had the U18 Australian Championships in Qld.  It was a great Championships and our boxers did extremely well and gained plenty of experience which it was all about as we sent a quite in experienced team and it was about development.   The same time as the Australian Championships Boxing SA participated for the first time at the 2 Day fitness Expo at the showgrounds.  It was a great atmosphere and opportunity to show case our sport.  We had positive feedback from the organizers and that Boxing attracted the biggest crowds.  Boxing SA also funded a Elite team to the Coral Sea Games in Cairns.  This was the first Coral Sea Games held and it was a great event to be part off.  
In July was the annual SA v Qld Tournament this time it was held in Qld.  For the first-time since this challenge has started SA won the event.  It was a great trip, the team got along well and it was a great experience for all.  The 2017 challenge is scheduled in SA in May.

Boxing SA has a 4-tier athlete development structure that we have started to implemented this year with the development of the U18 Program.   BSA appointed Matt Read as the head coach for this development program with the assistance of Mercedas Taaffe- Cooper.  This is a very exciting program that we are looking forward to the results especially at the U18 Australian Championships in Adelaide in April 2017.  This squad has just come back from a camp in MT Gambier with the Victorian Development team as well.

Paul Panos was appointed as the SA TID coach and Dan Peace the SA development coach for 2016.  There has been 1 camp for each program so far in 2016 and we had Jamie Pitman attended for Dan’s camp and Don Abnett both from Boxing Australia came down for the TID camp.

Boxing SA also had the very important task of adopting a new constitution this year. Mid-year we were informed by Boxing Australia that all States were not currently constitutionalized and we only had a set window to get this completed otherwise we could not operate.    This took a lot of time to get right, lodged and accepted.  We would like to mention and thank Gary Moore from Boxing Australia for his time and effort in helping SA get this constitution lodged on time.

2016 has been an extremely busy year with events, programs, and courses.  I have listed them all separately as to write up a report on everything will take up many pages and so everyone can see what BSA has contributed too over the last 12 months.
Boxing SA conducted several Level 1 coaches’ course and refresher courses throughout 2016.  We are finding that each year now there is more interest increasingly run new courses.  I would like to acknowledge and thank Mick Hastings and Kylie Schumacher who presented and organized the coach’s courses.
The plans and development of Boxing SA is very exciting and I am looking forward to the years ahead especially with the re vamp of our Tournaments later in the year with the assistance and advice from Jason Molloy.  It was greatly appreciated and we have only received positive feedback.  SA is also hosting the 2017 U18 Australian Championships the first week of April so it will be a busy start to the year. 
Finally, I would like to thank the Boxing SA Committee, Members, Coaches, Athletes, Officials, Matchmaker Phil Miller, Supporters, Families, and any other volunteer who have contributed to a successful 2016 year.  A lot of the above jobs take up people’s valuable time during the weekends and weekdays.  Boxing SA very much appreciate this, without these sorts of sacrifices our sport cannot run.
